Soundtrack:
1) Your sound track must include five or more songs from different musical genres that embrace some of the themes found in To Kill a Mockingbird

2) On a CD, cassette, or MP3 player, please create a recording of the songs you choose

3) The songs must be appropriate and have a clear connection to the novel

CD Cover:

1) Your soundtrack must have an illustrated CD cover

2) An index of the songs including artist, title, and year of release must be included inside the CD cover

3) Inside the cover, please include a detailed rationale for each song.  Your rationale should discuss why you chose the song, how it relates to the novel, and any other important information

Presentation:
1) After you have completed the soundtrack and the cover, you must present your work to the class

2) Your presentation should include a description of the songs on your soundtrack, your rationale for choosing the songs, their relation to the novel, and a showcase of your CD jacket

3) A CD and cassette player will be provided to play brief sound bites from your soundtrack.
